subscriber and reside in one of the following exchanges: 239, 247, 248, 294, 497, 546, 825, 431 or 474.
• Applicant must be a high school senior with a GPA of 2.5 or higher.
• Preference will be given to students pursuing educational majors relating to telecommunications and/or

technology.*
• Preference will be given to students pursuing careers relating to telecommunications and/or technology.*
• Preference will be given to students who desire to return to a rural area to live after completing their

education.*
∗ "Preference will be given” does not mean students can not apply if they do not meet these criteria. 

What this does mean is that all other factors being equal, applications meeting these criteria will
receive preference over other applications.
